	AP #1
	The teacher will give a mini lesson on reptiles and their habitats. 

Then the teacher will give a mini lesson on abstract art and Wassily Kandinsky and his works. 

Students will choose a colored construction paper to draw lines that are delicate, curved or straight. Then, students will use white acrylic paint to outline the lines.

	AP #2
	After the paint has dried, students will use pastel chalk to blend a variety of colors in the shapes that are created by line. Using a paper towel, student will smudge the chalk to blend the colors.

	AP #3
	The teacher will demonstrate how to draw any reptile using basic shapes. Students will draw a reptile on a piece of construction paper. Then using acrylic paints, students will outline their reptile. After the paint dries, students will use pastel chalk to add color. Next, using a paper towel, students will smudge the pastels to create a colorful blend.

	Students will cut out their reptile and glue it to their abstract background piece for a finished work.
